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OSince the Aichi Prefectural Government developed its first Regional Plan in 1958, seven long-term plans intended to
address challenges within the prefecture have been carried out with a comprehensive and systematic approach. The
regional plans successfully promoted Aichi's community-building efforts during the high-growth period after WWII when the
entire society shared common objectives.

OAs society matured and become more diverse and dynamic, a growing demand arose to quickly and flexibly meet emerging
challenges and needs. Meanwhile, various areas of prefectural administration have developed their own projects and action
plans, lessening the need for an all-encompassing master plan.

OTo accelerate the regional momentum gained through EXPO 2005 Aichi and the completion of Central Japan International
Airport, Aichi Prefecture must form a new vision for future strategic, priority-based community-building. To that end, the

Guide to New Policies was compiled.

OThe Guide to New Policies sets forth strategic policies on important issues Aichi Prefecture should address in the 10 years
leading up to 2015 to meet long-term goals targeting 2025.

Developing the Guide to New Policies

We are now facing a period of transitions: substantial population decrease, rapidly growing elderly population, rapid
globalization in social and economic spheres, and growing environmental concerns. Aichi Prefecture must identify the factors
behind these trends as well as changes in popular values and use that information to proactively address regional community-
building and development.

In this context, two projects led by the prefecture —EXPO 2005 Aichi and Central Japan International Airport— helped
develop volunteer and human resources, expand international exchange, enhance the infrastructure, develop industry and the
economy, raise environmental awareness, and above all boost confidence and pride in the region. The prefecture must take
advantage of this momentum to promote its development and revitalization.

On the other hand, the prefecture must rethink conventional frameworks and concepts that do not adequately address
issues such as crime and disaster prevention, declining birthrates, education, health and environmental problems.

To meet these challenges, Aichi Prefecture developed the Guide to New Policies targeting 2015 to lay out a new path
towards strategic and priority-based community-building. More specifically, the guide is designed to live up to its title: "Aichi:
Moving Forward to Global Prominence." This represents the commitment to community-building and the promotion of Aichi's
unique features in a globalized world.

Specific efforts to achieve this goal include: upgrading Aichi's functions as a global hub; establishing a regional industrial
cluster; and developing human resources and fostering leaders in the face of a population decrease. Creating a community
with the ability to prevent disasters and crimes, promoting public health, and facilitating cooperative activities with volunteers
and NPOs are also very important goals. We aim to build a community that meets the requirements of our new era.
