[How to take a bus]
@ When the bus fare remains the same, no matter how far
you ride (fixed fare)
= You usually pay the fare when getting on.

@ When the bus fare changes depending on the distance
= Take a numbered ticket when you get on.
= When you get off, look at the number on your
numbered ticket and pay the amount shown under the
same number on the board in front.

X There are many buses that you can use IC cards.
If you have an IC card, touch once when getting on or
twice when getting on and off.

% When you get off the bus, press the button to inform the driver.
