The modern school system in Japan was inaugurated in 1872. Up until the Second World
War, there were several different tracks students could follow within the school system;
however, after the war, as is shown in Chart 4, a single-track system called "the 6-3-3-4
system" (this being the number of years for each school level) was introduced to establish
equal educational opportunities. Recently, this system has seen diversification, calling back
to a diversified-track system.
